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COURSE DESCRIPTION:

Social and Community Services will provide an overview of the nonprofit, social, community
service, and faith-based organization sector in the United States. The course has an emphasis
on professional practices and development of the skills needed to implement service programs.
The Social and Community Services course builds on knowledge from Principles of Community
Services by providing an in-depth study of social services and how they relate to all other family
and community services. Topics covered include the roles of community service providers in
meeting human service needs, the sociological factors on clients receiving services, and the
exploration of careers.
